Q. Can we make intercessory prayers for our brothers and sisters who are
going through tribulation?

Il Kings 20:1-7

1 In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And the prophet Isaiah the
son of Amoz came to him, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set
thine house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live.

2 Then he turned his face to the wall, and prayed unto the LORD, saying,

3 | beseech thee, O LORD, remember now how | have walked before thee
in truth and with a perfect heart, and have done that which is good in thy
sight. And Hezekiah wept sore.

4 And it came to pass, afore Isaiah was gone out into the middle court, that
the word of the LORD came to him, saying,

5 Turn again, and tell Hezekiah the captain of my people, Thus saith the
LORD, the God of David thy father, | have heard thy prayer, | have seen thy
tears: behold, | will heal thee: on the third day thou shalt go up unto the
house of the LORD.

6 And | will add unto thy days fifteen years; and | will deliver thee and this
city out of the hand of the king of Assyria; and | will defend this city for
mine own sake, and for my servant David's sake.

7 And Isaiah said, Take a lump of figs. And they took and laid it on the boil,
and he recovered.

Proverbs 10:24-25

24 The fear of the wicked, it shall come upon him: but the desire of the
righteous shall be granted.

25 As the whirlwind passeth, so is the wicked no more: but the righteous is
an everlasting foundation.

Proverbs 15:8
8 The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination to the LORD: but the prayer
of the upright is his delight.

Proverbs 15:29
29 The LORD is far from the wicked: but he heareth the prayer of the
righteous.

Il Corinthians 1:5-16
5 For as the sufferings of Christ abound in us, so our consolation also
aboundeth by Christ.



6 And whether we be afflicted, it is for your consolation and salvation,
which is effectual in the enduring of the same sufferings which we also
suffer: or whether we be comforted, it is for your consolation and salvation.
7 And our hope of you is stedfast, knowing, that as ye are partakers of the
sufferings, so shall ye be also of the consolation.

8 For we would not, brethren, have you ignorant of our trouble which came
to us in Asia, that we were pressed out of measure, above strength, insomuch
that we despaired even of life:

9 But we had the sentence of death in ourselves, that we should not trust in
ourselves, but in God which raiseth the dead:

10 Who delivered us from so great a death, and doth deliver: in whom we
trust that he will yet deliver us;

11 Ye also helping together by prayer for us, that for the gift bestowed upon
us by the means of many persons thanks may be given by many on our
behalf.

12 For our rejoicing is this, the testimony of our conscience, that in
simplicity and godly sincerity, not with fleshly wisdom, but by the grace of
God, we have had our conversation in the world, and more abundantly to
you-ward.

13 For we write none other things unto you, than what ye read or
acknowledge; and I trust ye shall acknowledge even to the end;

14 As also ye have acknowledged us in part, that we are your rejoicing,
even as ye also are ours in the day of the Lord Jesus.

15 And in this confidence | was minded to come unto you before, that ye
might have a second benefit;

16 And to pass by you into Macedonia, and to come again out of Macedonia
unto you, and of you to be brought on my way toward Judaea.

Il Corinthians 9:13-15

13 Whiles by the experiment of this ministration they glorify God for your
professed subjection unto the gospel of Christ, and for your liberal
distribution unto them, and unto all men;

14 And by their prayer for you, which long after you for the exceeding
grace of God in you.

15 Thanks be unto God for his unspeakable gift.

9 And this I pray, that your love may abound yet more and more in
knowledge and in all judgment;

10 That ye may approve things that are excellent; that ye may be sincere
and without offence till the day of Christ;

11 Being filled with the fruits of righteousness, which are by Jesus Christ,
unto the glory and praise of God.

Colossians 1:1-9

1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, and Timotheus our
brother,

2 To the saints and faithful brethren in Christ which are at Colosse: Grace
be unto you, and peace, from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

3 We give thanks to God and the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, praying
always for you,

4 Since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which ye
have to all the saints,

5 For the hope which is laid up for you in heaven, whereof ye heard before
in the word of the truth of the gospel;
