Q. Should we desire wisdom and instruction?

Proverbs 1:1-9

1 The proverbs of Solomon the son of David, king of Israel,;

2 To know wisdom and instruction; to perceive the words of understanding;
3 To receive the instruction of wisdom, justice, and judgment, and equity;
4 To give subtlety to the simple, to the young man knowledge and
discretion.

5 A wise man will hear, and will increase learning; and a man of
understanding shall attain unto wise counsels:

6 To understand a proverb, and the interpretation; the words of the wise,
and their dark sayings.

7 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge: but fools despise
wisdom and instruction.

8 My son, hear the instruction of thy father, and forsake not the law of thy
mother:

9 For they shall be an ornament of grace unto thy head, and chains about thy
neck.

Proverbs 2:1-12

1 My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and hide my commandments with
thee;

2 So that thou incline thine ear unto wisdom, and apply thine heart to
understanding;

3 Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and liftest up thy voice for
understanding;

4 If thou seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as for hid treasures;

5 Then shalt thou understand the fear of the LORD, and find the knowledge
of God.

6 For the LORD giveth wisdom: out of his mouth cometh knowledge and
understanding.

7 He layeth up sound wisdom for the righteous: he is a buckler to them that
walk uprightly.

8 He keepeth the paths of judgment, and preserveth the way of his saints.

9 Then shalt thou understand righteousness, and judgment, and equity; yea,
every good path.

10 When wisdom entereth into thine heart, and knowledge is pleasant unto
thy soul;

11 Discretion shall preserve thee, understanding shall keep thee:



12 To deliver thee from the way of the evil man, from the man that speaketh
froward things;

Proverbs 3:1-2
1 My son, forget not my law; but let thine heart keep my commandments:
2 For length of days, and long life, and peace, shall they add to thee.

Proverbs 3:8
8 It shall be health to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones.

Proverbs 3:14-18

14 For the merchandise of it is better than the merchandise of silver, and the
gain thereof than fine gold.

15 She is more precious than rubies: and all the things thou canst desire are
not to be compared unto her.

16 Length of days is in her right hand; and in her left hand riches and
honour.

17 Her ways are ways of pleasantness, and all her paths are peace.

18 She is a tree of life to them that lay hold upon her: and happy is every
one that retaineth her.

Proverbs 3:21-24

21 My son, let not them depart from thine eyes: keep sound wisdom and
discretion:

22 So shall they be life unto thy soul, and grace to thy neck.

23 Then shalt thou walk in thy way safely, and thy foot shall not stumble.
24 When thou liest down, thou shalt not be afraid: yea, thou shalt lie down,
and thy sleep shall be sweet.

Proverbs 4:1-6

1 Hear, ye children, the instruction of a father, and attend to know
understanding.

2 For | give you good doctrine, forsake ye not my law.

3 For | was my father's son, tender and only beloved in the sight of my
mother.

4 He taught me also, and said unto me, Let thine heart retain my words:
keep my commandments, and live.

5 Get wisdom, get understanding: forget it not; neither decline from the
words of my mouth.



6 Forsake her not, and she shall preserve thee: love her, and she shall keep
thee.

Proverbs 4:9-13

9 She shall give to thine head an ornament of grace: a crown of glory shall
she deliver to thee.

10 Hear, O my son, and receive my sayings; and the years of thy life shall
be many.

11 | have taught thee in the way of wisdom; I have led thee in right paths.
12 When thou goest, thy steps shall not be straitened; and when thou
runnest, thou shalt not stumble.

13 Take fast hold of instruction; let her not go: keep her; for she is thy life.

Proverbs 4:20-22

20 My son, attend to my words; incline thine ear unto my sayings.

21 Let them not depart from thine eyes; keep them in the midst of thine
heart.

22 For they are life unto those that find them, and health to all their flesh.

Proverbs 5:1-2
1 My son, attend unto my wisdom, and bow thine ear to my understanding:
2 That thou mayest regard discretion, and that thy lips may keep knowledge.

Proverbs 6:20-21

20 My son, keep thy father's commandment, and forsake not the law of thy
mother:

21 Bind them continually upon thine heart, and tie them about thy neck.

Proverbs 7:1-3

1 My son, keep my words, and lay up my commandments with thee.

2 Keep my commandments, and live; and my law as the apple of thine eye.
3 Bind them upon thy fingers, write them upon the table of thine heart.

Proverbs 8:10-11

10 Receive my instruction, and not silver; and knowledge rather than choice
gold.

11 For wisdom is better than rubies; and all the things that may be desired
are not to be compared to it.



Proverbs 8:18-19

18 Riches and honour are with me; yea, durable riches and righteousness.
19 My fruit is better than gold, yea, than fine gold; and my revenue than
choice silver.

Proverbs 8:32-33

32 Now therefore hearken unto me, O ye children: for blessed are they that
keep my ways.

33 Hear instruction, and be wise, and refuse it not.

Proverbs 9:1-6

1 Wisdom hath builded her house, she hath hewn out her seven pillars:

2 She hath killed her beasts; she hath mingled her wine; she hath also
furnished her table.

3 She hath sent forth her maidens: she crieth upon the highest places of the
city,

4 Whoso is simple, let him turn in hither: as for him that wanteth
understanding, she saith to him,

5 Come, eat of my bread, and drink of the wine which | have mingled.

6 Forsake the foolish, and live; and go in the way of understanding.

Proverbs 9:11
11 For by me thy days shall be multiplied, and the years of thy life shall be
increased.

Proverbs 16:16
16 How much better is it to get wisdom than gold! and to get understanding
rather to be chosen than silver!

Proverbs 19:20
20 Hear counsel, and receive instruction, that thou mayest be wise in thy
latter end.

Proverbs 20:15
15 There is gold, and a multitude of rubies: but the lips of knowledge are a
precious jewel.

Proverbs 22:20-21
20 Have not | written to thee excellent things in counsels and knowledge,



21 That I might make thee know the certainty of the words of truth; that
thou mightest answer the words of truth to them that send unto thee?

Proverbs 23:12
12 Apply thine heart unto instruction, and thine ears to the words of
knowledge.

Proverbs 23:19
19 Hear thou, my son, and be wise, and guide thine heart in the way.

Proverbs 23:23
23 Buy the truth, and sell it not; also wisdom, and instruction, and
understanding.

Proverbs 23:26
26 My son, give me thine heart, and let thine eyes observe my ways.
