A Love Story

Saints do not commit spiritual adultery (with the world). Do not commit
adultery against God! Definition of adultery in Webster’s Dictionary: ( In
the natural fleshly state) The act of a sexual relationship between a married
person and someone other than the husband or wife.

“In The Old Testament “

Ezekiel 16:1-43

Again the word of the LORD came unto me, saying,

2 Son of man, cause Jerusalem to know her abominations,

3 And say, Thus saith the Lord GOD unto Jerusalem; Thy birth and thy
nativity is of the land of Canaan; thy father was an Amorite, and thy mother
an Hittite.

4 And as for thy nativity, in the day thou wast born thy navel was not cut,
neither wast thou washed in water to supple thee; thou wast not salted at all,
nor swaddled at all.

5 None eye pitied thee, to do any of these unto thee, to have compassion
upon thee; but thou wast cast out in the open field, to the loathing of thy
person, in the day that thou wast born.

6 And when | passed by thee, and saw thee polluted in thine own blood, |
said unto thee when thou wast in thy blood, Live; yea, | said unto thee when
thou wast in thy blood, Live.

7 | have caused thee to multiply as the bud of the field, and thou hast
increased and waxen great, and thou art come to excellent ornaments: thy
breasts are fashioned, and thine hair is grown, whereas thou wast naked and
bare.

8 Now when | passed by thee, and looked upon thee, behold, thy time was
the time of love; and | spread my skirt over thee, and covered thy nakedness:
yea, | sware unto thee, and entered into a covenant with thee, saith the Lord
GOD, and thou becamest mine.

9 Then washed I thee with water; yea, | thoroughly washed away thy blood
from thee, and I anointed thee with oil.

10 | clothed thee also with broidered work, and shod thee with badgers'
skin, and | girded thee about with fine linen, and | covered thee with silk.
11 | decked thee also with ornaments, and | put bracelets upon thy hands,
and a chain on thy neck.

12 And | put a jewel on thy forehead, and earrings in thine ears, and a
beautiful crown upon thine head.



13 Thus wast thou decked with gold and silver; and thy raiment was of fine
linen, and silk, and broidered work; thou didst eat fine flour, and honey, and
oil: and thou wast exceeding beautiful, and thou didst prosper into a
kingdom.

14 And thy renown went forth among the heathen for thy beauty: for it was
perfect through my comeliness, which | had put upon thee, saith the Lord
GOD.

15 But thou didst trust in thine own beauty, and playedst the harlot because
of thy renown, and pouredst out thy fornications on every one that passed
by; his it was.

16 And of thy garments thou didst take, and deckedst thy high places with
divers colours, and playedst the harlot thereupon: the like things shall not
come, neither shall it be so.

17 Thou hast also taken thy fair jewels of my gold and of my silver, which |
had given thee, and madest to thyself images of men, and didst commit
whoredom with them,

18 And tookest thy broidered garments, and coveredst them: and thou hast
set mine oil and mine incense before them.

19 My meat also which I gave thee, fine flour, and oil, and honey,
wherewith | fed thee, thou hast even set it before them for a sweet savour:
and thus it was, saith the Lord GOD.

20 Moreover thou hast taken thy sons and thy daughters, whom thou hast
borne unto me, and these hast thou sacrificed unto them to be devoured. Is
this of thy whoredoms a small matter,

21 That thou hast slain my children, and delivered them to cause them to
pass through the fire for them?

22 And in all thine abominations and thy whoredoms thou hast not
remembered the days of thy youth, when thou wast naked and bare, and wast
polluted in thy blood.

23 And it came to pass after all thy wickedness, (woe, woe unto thee! saith
the Lord GOD;)

24 That thou hast also built unto thee an eminent place, and hast made thee
an high place in every street.

25 Thou hast built thy high place at every head of the way, and hast made
thy beauty to be abhorred, and hast opened thy feet to every one that passed
by, and multiplied thy whoredoms.

26 Thou hast also committed fornication with the Egyptians thy neighbours,
great of flesh; and hast increased thy whoredoms, to provoke me to anger.
27 Behold, therefore I have stretched out my hand over thee, and have
diminished thine ordinary food, and delivered thee unto the will of them that



hate thee, the daughters of the Philistines, which are ashamed of thy lewd
way.

28 Thou hast played the whore also with the Assyrians, because thou wast
unsatiable; yea, thou hast played the harlot with them, and yet couldest not
be satisfied.

29 Thou hast moreover multiplied thy fornication in the land of Canaan
unto Chaldea; and yet thou wast not satisfied herewith.

30 How weak is thine heart, saith the Lord GOD, seeing thou doest all these
things, the work of an imperious whorish woman;

31 In that thou buildest thine eminent place in the head of every way, and
makest thine high place in every street; and hast not been as an harlot, in that
thou scornest hire;

32 But as a wife that committeth adultery, which taketh strangers instead of
her husband!

33 They give gifts to all whores: but thou givest thy gifts to all thy lovers,
and hirest them, that they may come unto thee on every side for thy
whoredom.

34 And the contrary is in thee from other women in thy whoredoms,
whereas none followeth thee to commit whoredoms: and in that thou givest a
reward, and no reward is given unto thee, therefore thou art contrary.

35 Wherefore, O harlot, hear the word of the LORD:

36 Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because thy filthiness was poured out, and
thy nakedness discovered through thy whoredoms with thy lovers, and with
all the idols of thy abominations, and by the blood of thy children, which
thou didst give unto them;

37 Behold, therefore I will gather all thy lovers, with whom thou hast taken
pleasure, and all them that thou hast loved, with all them that thou hast
hated; | will even gather them round about against thee, and will discover
thy nakedness unto them, that they may see all thy nakedness.

38 And I will judge thee, as women that break wedlock and shed blood are
judged; and I will give thee blood in fury and jealousy.

39 And I will also give thee into their hand, and they shall throw down thine
eminent place, and shall break down thy high places: they shall strip thee
also of thy clothes, and shall take thy fair jewels, and leave thee naked and
bare.

40 They shall also bring up a company against thee, and they shall stone
thee with stones, and thrust thee through with their swords.

41 And they shall burn thine houses with fire, and execute judgments upon
thee in the sight of many women: and I will cause thee to cease from playing
the harlot, and thou also shalt give no hire any more.



42 So will I make my fury toward thee to rest, and my jealousy shall depart
from thee, and I will be quiet, and will be no more angry.

43 Because thou hast not remembered the days of thy youth, but hast fretted
me in all these things; behold, therefore | also will recompense thy way upon
thine head, saith the Lord GOD: and thou shalt not commit this lewdness
above all thine abominations.

“Jehovah” God made “ Jerusalem ”, Israel,” Judah”, His Spiritual “Wife” in
the natural (the flesh) Israel “ the nation” are both male and female--men and
women; but in the spirit, both became God’s Spiritual wife. Jerusalem
committed spiritual adultery against God—she (Jerusalem) worshiped idols.
The work of the hands, made statues of silver and gold, wood and stubble.

Ezekiel 16: 32 But as a wife that committeth adultery, which taketh
strangers instead of her husband!

Jeremiah 3: 6-9 The LORD said also unto me in the days of Josiah the
king, Hast thou seen that which backsliding Israel hath done? she is gone up
upon every high mountain and under every green tree, and there hath played
the harlot.

7 And | said after she had done all these things, Turn thou unto me. But she
returned not. And her treacherous sister Judah saw it.

8 And I saw, when for all the causes whereby backsliding Israel committed
adultery | had put her away, and given her a bill of divorce; yet her
treacherous sister Judah feared not, but went and played the harlot also.

9 And it came to pass through the lightness of her whoredom, that she
defiled the land, and committed adultery with stones and with stocks.

God put Israel away and gave her a bill of divorce—Judah committed
adultery with stones and stocks! “Spiritual-adultery with idols-false Gods of
stone and wood!

Jeremiah 3: 14-15 Turn, O backsliding children, saith the LORD; for | am
married unto you: and | will take you one of a city, and two of a family, and
I will bring you to Zion:

15 And I will give you pastors according to mine heart, which shall feed
you with knowledge and understanding.

In The New Testament “We the saints of God”, “Baptized in Jesus Name”,
“Filled with the Holy Ghost”, “We are the Lord’s Bride”.



Il Corinthians 11:2 For | am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for |
have espoused you to one husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin
to Christ.

Revelation 19: 7-8 Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for
the marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready.

8 And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and
white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.

Ephesians 5: 22-32 Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as
unto the Lord.

23 For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the
church: and he is the saviour of the body.

24 Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their
own husbands in every thing.

25 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and
gave himself for it;

26 That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the
word,

27 That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or
wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.
28 So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his
wife loveth himself.

29 For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth
it, even as the Lord the church:

30 For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones.

31 For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be
joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh.

32 This is a great mystery: but | speak concerning Christ and the church.

Jesus and The Church (The Saints of God) neither male nor female in the
spirit—=Jesus and the Church are husband and wife. Just as Jehovah God in
the old testament-was married to Israel; in the new testament-Jesus Christ is
married to the Church.

Church do not commit spiritual adultery against Jesus-with the world.

Do not take the world as your lover, your



Church! Do not commit spiritual adultery against Jesus-with the world!

Jesus said-you are in the world; but not of the world. Therefore the world
hates you! He that loves the world—hates God!!
We do not want Jesus to write us a “Bill of divorcement!”.

James 4: 1-4 James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, to the
twelve tribes which are scattered abroad, greeting.

2 My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations;

3 Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience.

4 But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire,
wanting nothing.

James warns us against adultery, against God-. You can not drink of the
Lord’s cup and the cup of the devils! Fresh water and salt water do not come
out of the same well. You can not serve God and Mammon.

James 4: 4 Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship
of the world is enmity with God? whosoever therefore will be a friend of the
world is the enemy of God.

I John 2: 15-17 Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world.
If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him.

16 For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes,
and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world.

17 And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the
will of God abideth for ever.

The world passeth away! And the lust there of, but he that doeth the will of
God Abideth forever!

One example of spiritual adultery against Jesus!

Warning!

Do not celebrate the pagan, heathen celebration of Halloween! It is spiritual
adultery against God! Halloween is a celebration to Satan; to the devil, to
death!

Do not visit these so called “ Haunted Houses.” Do not take your children!
Do not expose your children to the works of darkness! They give glory to



murder, to torture, and to death. They celebrate demons, ghosts, ghouls
vampires,- ( the undead) Christ gives us the Church-eternal life! We are the
children of light! Not the children of darkness. We are the children of the
day! Not the children of the night. We are the children of God! Not the
children of the Satan! Yes we love our children and want to do good to
them, give your children a party. Give them candy and prizes, do it as unto
God’s celebration of thanksgiving for our children. But do not dress your
little ones up as devils, as witches, as ghosts, as monsters and scare them
with evil. Do not teach them to fear Satan and his evil works. But rather
teach them to fear God Almighty! And to resist the devil-and Satan will flee
from them!

Be not deceived; Halloween is the celebration; of death-hell and the grave!
And is adultery against God!
