
Be Prepared for Today-----Not Tomorrow! 
 
 

Be prepared for what? For the soon coming of Jesus Christ!! For us tomorrow may never 
come! Jesus said “ My time is not yet come-but your time is always with you”. 
 
Luke 12:16-20 
And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The ground of a certain rich man brought forth 
plentifully: 
17  And he thought within himself, saying, What shall I do, because I have no room 
where to bestow my fruits? 
18  And he said, This will I do: I will pull down my barns, and build greater; and there 
will I bestow all my fruits and my goods. 
19  And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years; take 
thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry. 
20  But God said unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee: then 
whose shall those things be, which thou hast provided? 
 
But God said unto him, thou fool this night thy soul is required of thee. Then whose 
things shall these riches be, so is all who lay up treasures for himself and is not rich 
toward God! 
 
Luke 12:21-40 
22  And he said unto his disciples, Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for your 
life, what ye shall eat; neither for the body, what ye shall put on. 
23  The life is more than meat, and the body is more than raiment. 
24  Consider the ravens: for they neither sow nor reap; which neither have storehouse nor 
barn; and God feedeth them: how much more are ye better than the fowls? 
25  And which of you with taking thought can add to his stature one cubit? 
26  If ye then be not able to do that thing which is least, why take ye thought for the rest? 
27  Consider the lilies how they grow: they toil not, they spin not; and yet I say unto you, 
that Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these. 
28  If then God so clothe the grass, which is to day in the field, and to morrow is cast into 
the oven; how much more will he clothe you, O ye of little faith? 
29  And seek not ye what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink, neither be ye of doubtful 
mind. 
30  For all these things do the nations of the world seek after: and your Father knoweth 
that ye have need of these things. 
31  But rather seek ye the kingdom of God; and all these things shall be added unto you. 
32  Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom. 



33  Sell that ye have, and give alms; provide yourselves bags which wax not old, a 
treasure in the heavens that faileth not, where no thief approacheth, neither moth 
corrupteth. 
34  For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also. 
35  Let your loins be girded about, and your lights burning; 
36  And ye yourselves like unto men that wait for their lord, when he will return from the 
wedding; that when he cometh and knocketh, they may open unto him immediately. 
37  Blessed are those servants, whom the lord when he cometh shall find watching: verily 
I say unto you, that he shall gird himself, and make them to sit down to meat, and will 
come forth and serve them. 
38  And if he shall come in the second watch, or come in the third watch, and find them 
so, blessed are those servants. 
39  And this know, that if the goodman of the house had known what hour the thief 
would come, he would have watched, and not have suffered his house to be broken 
through. 
40  Be ye therefore ready also: for the Son of man cometh at an hour when ye think not. 
 
Saints, take no thought for your life, what you shall eat; neither for the body what ye shall 
put on. But rather seek you the Kigdom of God and all these things shall be added unto 
you! Lay your treasures up in heaven. For where your treasures are there will your heart 
be also! 
 
Watch and pray. Be ready also-for the Son of man cometh at an hour you think not! 
Do not be caught sleeping! 
 
II Corinthians 6:1 
1  We then, as workers together with him, beseech you also that ye receive not the grace 
of God in vain. 
2  (For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I 
succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.) 
3  Giving no offence in any thing, that the ministry be not blamed: 
4  But in all things approving ourselves as the ministers of God, in much patience, in 
afflictions, in necessities, in distresses, 
5  In stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in fastings; 
6  By pureness, by knowledge, by longsuffering, by kindness, by the Holy Ghost, by love 
unfeigned, 
7  By the word of truth, by the power of God, by the armour of righteousness on the right 
hand and on the left, 
8  By honour and dishonour, by evil report and good report: as deceivers, and yet true; 
9  As unknown, and yet well known; as dying, and, behold, we live; as chastened, and not 
killed; 



10  As sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, 
and yet possessing all things. 
11  O ye Corinthians, our mouth is open unto you, our heart is enlarged. 
12  Ye are not straitened in us, but ye are straitened in your own bowels. 
13  Now for a recompense in the same, (I speak as unto my children,) be ye also 
enlarged. 
14  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath 
righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? 
15  And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an 
infidel? 
16  And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the 
living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their 
God, and they shall be my people. 
17  Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch 
not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, 
 
Be prepared to suffer for Christ, if we suffer with Jesus, we shall also reign (rule) with 
Jesus! 
 
Oh ye church! Warning----Be not unequally yoked (tied) to an unbeliever (the world), 
being bound in friendships with sinners. I am not speaking of husband and wife when one 
is saved and the other one is not. For Jesus said (the word says)—that the unbelieving 
husband or wife is sanctified through the believing husband or wife. 
Do not be a friend to the world! Desire your friendships to be with other saved men and 
women in the church! Come out from among them! 
 
Be prepared for the coming of Christ, look up your redemption draweth nigh.The trumpet 
will soon be sounding! 
 
Hear the words of Jesus in Matthew 16:24, 
 
Matthew 16:24-27 
24  Then said Jesus unto his disciples, If any man will come after me, let him deny 
himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. 
25  For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: and whosoever will lose his life for my 
sake shall find it. 
26  For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? or 
what shall a man give in exchange for his soul? 
27  For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he 
shall reward every man according to his works. 
 
Titus 1:16 



1  They profess that they know God; but in works they deny him, being abominable, and 
disobedient, and unto every good work reprobate. 
 
Ladies and Gentlemen, be prepared today. If you are not ready to meet Jesus then you 
must repent, be baptized in Jesus name for the remission of your sins and you shall 
receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. 
 
Acts 2:38 
Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus
