Come let us Grow Together: Holiness is Much More than How you Dress

1 Thessalonians 5:23
23 And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and | pray God your whole spirit and soul
and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Holiness includes your spirit and soul and body. Living a holy life includes both the inside and
the outside of your person.

Matthew 23:25-28

25 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and
of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess.

26 Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of
them may be clean also.

27 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres,
which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men's bones, and of all
uncleanness.

28 Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and
iniquity.

In other words Jesus was saying you must do both and saying that if you clean up your inside
your outside will reflect it. You can’t be living a holy life on the inside and the outside of your
clothing reflecting something else. That would no longer be holy.

A person following after holiness will be keeping their whole spirit and soul and body preserved
blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. How will this reflect in regards to clothing?
You will be desiring on the inside to be living a moral upright godly life both in the inside and on
the outside. This will then reflect a desire to wear clothing that is not revealing of your body but
rather one that doesn’t desire to attract attention to your body. It will be a desire to cover your
body versus revealing your body.

1 Corinthians 6:19-20

19 What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye
have of God, and ye are not your own?

20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which
are God's.

22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love
of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently:



23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which
liveth and abideth for ever.
