Come Let us Grow Together: Hope in Christ

Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and | will give you rest. Take my yoke
upon you, and learn of me; for | am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your
souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light. (Mt 11:28-30)

The Lord stands with outstretched arms, calling unto man to come unto Him and you will find
rest for your souls. But in order for you to obtain this rest, you must apply what He spoke in the
verses. He said, to Learn of Me. You must learn of Jesus Christ to find rest for your souls. The
Lord desires each one of you to break forth and come unto Him with a pure heart.

And then will | profess unto them, | never
knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity. (Mt 7:21-23)
