Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he that
cometh to God must believe that he is and that He is a rewarder of them that
diligently seek him.

Mark 11:22-24 And Jesus answering saith unto them, have faith in God.
23 For verily | say unto you that whosever shall say unto this mountain, be
thou removed and be thou cast into the sea and shall not doubt in his heart,
but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall
have whatsoever he saith.

24 Therefore | say unto you, what things soever ye desire, when ye pray,
believe that ye receive them and ye shall have them. “Can Jesus lie?-NO
What about spiritual mountains? Of trouble, finances, of health?

Luke 1:37 The word says, for with God nothing shall be impossible!!

Example #1

Mark 9:17 And one of the multitude answered and said, Master | have
brought unto thee my son, which hath a dumb spirit

Mark 9:22 And ofttimes it hath cast him into the fire; and into the waters,
to destroy him, but if thou canst do anything, have compassion on us, and
help us.

Mark 9:23 Jesus said unto him, If thou canst believe, all things are
possible to him that believeth.

Mark 9:24  And straightaway the father of the child cried out and said with
tears, Lord | believe; help thou my unbelief.

Mark 9:25 When Jesus saw that the people came running together, he
rebuked the foul spirit, saying unto him, Thou dumb and deaf spirit, | charge
thee, come out of him, and enter no more into him.



Mark 9:26 And the spirit cried out, and rent him sore, and came out of
him, and entered no more into him; and he was as one dead, insomuch that
many said, He is dead.

Mark 9:27 But Jesus took him by the hand and lifted him up and he arose!

When Jesus came in the flesh, he came only to the House of Israel.
Example #2

Matthew 15:22 And behold a woman of Cannan (a Gentile—not a Jew!)
came out of the same coast and cried unto him saying, Have mercy on me O
Lord thou son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil.
Matthew 15:23 But he (Jesus) answered her not a word, and his disciples
came and besought him saying, Send her away, for she crieth after us.
Matthew 15:24 But he answered and said, | am not sent but unto the lost
sheep of the house of Israel.

Matthew 15:25 Then came she and worshiped him, saying Lord help me.
Matthew 15:26 But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the
childrens’ bread and to cast in to dogs.

Matthew 15: 27 And she said Truth, Lord; yet the dogs eat of the crumbs
which fall from their masters table.

Matthew 15:28 Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is
thy faith, be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made
whole from that very hour.

Jesus tells the parable of the widow and the unjust judge.

Luke 18:1-8 And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men
ought always to pray, and not to faint;

2 Saying, There was in a city a judge, which feared not God, neither
regarded man:

3 And there was a widow in that city; and she came unto him, saying,
Avenge me of mine adversary.

4 And he would not for a while: but afterward he said within himself,
Though I fear not God, nor regard man;



5 Yet because this widow troubleth me, I will avenge her, lest by her
continual coming she weary me.

6 And the Lord said, Hear what the unjust judge saith.

7 And shall not God avenge his own elect, which cry day and night unto
him, though he bear long with them?

8 | tell you that he will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless when the
Son of man cometh, shall he find faith on the earth?

Continually seek God—ask and you shall receive, knock and it shall be
opened, seek and you shall find. God is a rewarder of them that diligently
seek him.

Mark 5:22-23 Jarius, a ruler of the Synagogue

fell at Jesus feet

23 And besought him greatly, saying my little daughter lieth at the point of
death; I pray thee come and lay thy hands upon her that she may be healed;
and she shall live.

Mark 5:35 While he yet spake one came form Jarius’s house and said, Thy
daughter is dead why trouble the Master any further.

Mark 5:36 But Jesus said to Jarius, Be not afraid; only Believe.

Mark 5:41 Jesus took the Damsel by the hand and said, Damsel, | say unto
thee arise!  Mark 5:42 And straight way she arose and walked!

John 14:1-3 Let not your heart be troubled, ye believe in God, believe in
me (Jesus speaking)
